Attendance Matters! 

At Weston Shore Infant School and Weston Park Primary School we aim for every child to achieve and be successful during their time at school, providing them with endless opportunities for life.

· Termly events like a school disco during the school day
· Magic Moments – these have included taping Mr Wiltshire to the wall, throwing wet sponges at SLT, inflatables, sensory play, a pantomime and more! These can happen at any time on any day – make sure your child is in school to take part.
· Attendance stamps to ‘spend’ in the school attendance shop
· Postcards home, class attendance bears, extra breaks and more…

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We asked the children why it was bad not to come to school every day- this is what they said – 

1 – you may develop bad habits, like doing nothing
2 – you won’t have such good friendships
3 – you may have less success in getting a job
4 – you will miss out – on lots of different things!
5 – you will feel left out or like you don’t fit in
6 – grown-ups at home will get into trouble.

What the law says? 

As a parent / carer, ensuring your child’s regular attendance at school is your legal responsibility and permitting absence from school without good reason is an offence and may result in referral to the Education Welfare Service, the issue of Penalty Notices and fines and eventually prosecution.


We understand that there can be tricky times and so we offer our full support with any attendance issue … communication with us and keeping us in the loop is the key.
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If there are problems, we will do everything that we can to make attending school as simple as possible whilst ensuring your child is happy and reaches their full potential.

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Build good habits

Getting up, getting ready, and arriving at school each day helps children learn how to manage their
time. These simple routines help them as they grow older.
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Keep trying, even when it's hard

Coming to school every day teaches children to be determined. They learn that showing up matters,
even on days when they feel tired or things feel tricky.
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Stay organised

Regular attendance helps children remember their homework, bring the right equipment, and keep
track of what they need. These skills help them become more independent.
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Coming to school every day helps children learn important skills that will support them
now and in the future. When children come to school regularly and on time, they learn
how to:
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Make friends and feel partof school

Being in school every day helps children build strong friendships and feel connected to their teachers.
